Jpyce and Ora made the trail a two 
year project.  
 She served as a Director of the first Lodi 
Board of the American Cancer Society. 
and was also a member of the Assistance 
League of Stockton. She was a member of the 
Houston School PTA serving as the group's 
President on three occasions. She worked with 
the 49er Council of the Boy Scouts of America 
in numerous capacities, including Den Mother, 
Webelos Leader, Pack Chairman and as a 
Merit Badge Counselor. She had served Lodi 
Unified School District on numerous 
committees and was the President of the Lodi 
High Band Boosters on three occasions.
